Proverbs 18:10 The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run to it
and are safe.

Romans 6:6 We know that our old self was crucified with Him so that our body
of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin.

Isaiah 49:23 Those who trust in the Lord will never be put to shame.

Luke 10:27 You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, all
your strength, and all your mind. And, love your neighbor as yourself.

Proverbs 3:5-6 Trust in the Lord with all your heart and do not lean on your own
understanding; in all your ways submit to God and He will make your paths
straight.

Psalms 32:1-2 Oh, what joy for those whose disobedience is forgiven, whose sin
is put out of sight! Yes, what joy for those whose record the Lord has cleared of
guilt, whose lives are lived in complete honesty!
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Psalms 18:3 | called on the Lord, who is worthy of praise, and He saved me from
my enemies.

Proverbs 12:14 People will be rewarded for what they say, and they will also be
rewarded for what they do.

Psalms 86:11-12 Teach me Your way, O Lord, | will walk in Your truth; unite my
heart to fear Your name. | will praise You, O Lord my God, with all my heart,
and | will glorify Your name forevermore.

Isaiah 44:22 | have swept away your sins like a cloud. | have scattered your
offenses like the morning mist. Oh, return to me, for | have paid the price to set
you free.
